Partial Association Member: Unincorporated club with less than 100% of Cat H members
affiliated with QAPSA No vote

A representative from a Partial Member club can attend all QAPSA meetings, and can speak at
these meetings, but cannot move motions or vote.

As per the 2009 Zone Charter and QAPSA Ltd Constitution, a QAPSA affiliate from a Partial
Member club is eligible for a position on the Zone Management Committee, but has to be nominated
and seconded by a Full Member club.

A QAPSA affiliate from a Partial Member club is eligible to be elected as a Zone Delegate (and
therefore a member of the QAPSA Board), but can only be nominated and seconded by a Full
Member club.
